Emergency Communications was notified at 5:11 a.m. after an employee advised that
a black male subject wearing a mask covering his face brandished a handgun and
approached the two employees as they entered the store. The subject demanded
money and fled the premises on foot after receiving an undisclosed amount of

currency. There were no injuries.
