SUFFOLK, VA (December 19, 2016) San Mateo - Infopeople has announced the 

selection of 12 teams to participate in the Building an Effective Learning Culture 

(BELC) initiative, including the Suffolk Public Library. Building an effective learning 

culture is a process that can lead libraries in becoming more successful in meeting 

strategic goals and providing services to the community.

The BELC online learning program will be experiential in nature and flexible to 

accommodate busy library staff schedules.

Unlike the typical online course, participants are registered in teams of 3 to 

5 people from a single library or library system, and will do work individually and in 

groups. The initiative will include a virtual mentoring component, and will focus on new 

delivery methods that are divided into bite-sized chunks.
