Residents are encouraged to bring the following to be recycled: Tires (12 per 

household), electronics, alkaline batteries (AA, AAA, C,D, 9V), all types of paper, 

including mixed paper (magazines, catalogues and newspaper), cardboard and 

paper board, steel and aluminum cans, glass containers (bottles and jars), and 

all plastic bottles (#1 and #2). 

 

Cintas will also be on hand to provide on-site shredding of Suffolk residents’ 

sensitive documents. There is a limit of three copy paper-size boxes or three 

brown paper bags per person. Participants will be asked to stay with their 



documents until they have handed them to the Cintas driver in the truck. 

 

Everyone who comes out to recycle receives a reusable shopping bag, as the 

Commission joins forces with the community to say NO! to plastic.
