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Two Condos Damaged in Morning Fire

SUFFOLK, Va. (October 26, 2008) —Suffolk Fire and Rescue are trying to determine the
cause of a fire that damaged two condos this morning. Firefighters responded to the
report of a fire at 118 and 120 River Pt. Dr. at approximately 7:30 a.m. It took
approximately twenty minutes to bring the fire under control.

Only one of the units was occupied when the fire started. Occupants escaped without
injuries. Damage to one of the units is considered extensive. The second unit
sustained minor damage.

The cause of the fire has not been determined. Fire officials continue to investigate.
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
