SUFFOLK, Va. (July 8, 2009) Suffolk Police are investigating the robbery of the
Advance America, located in the 6500 block of Townpoint Road, which took place
yesterday and are asking for the public’'s assistance in identifying the suspects.
Tuesday, just before 6 p.m., a male entered the business and inquired about a loan. A
short time later a second male entered the business, brandished a handgun and

demanded money.

The subjects were given a small amount of money and they exited the business. The
first suspect is described as a dark skinned black male, early 20’s, approximately 6’0"
and 170 pounds with a medium build, two inch spiked dreadlocks, white t-shirt, and
blue jeans. This suspect had a cast on his left arm that extends from above the

shoulder to his hand.

The second suspect is described as medium complexion black male, approximately 16
years old, approximately 5’6” and 140 pounds, wearing a blue ball cap with the letter “A”

on the front, dark tee shirt, dark jeans, and white sneakers.

Still photos of the suspects were extracted from surveillance video. Police ask anyone
that may be able to identify these subjects to call Crime Line at 1-888-Lock-U-Up.
When calling Crime Line, callers do not have to give their names or appear in court. If

the information leads to an arrest, the caller could qualify for a reward of up to $1,000.

Detective Kevin Hutt is the lead investigator.
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
