SUFFOLK, VA (January 27, 2010) Suffolk Police detectives have identified one of the
suspects in the home invasion robbery of an eighty-year-old man. Investigators
secured warrants yesterday for Lendell Curtis Bryant, age 27, of the 700 blk. of Nixon
Drive. Bryant is now wanted for one count armed burglary, one count robbery, one
count grand larceny, one count larceny of a firearm, one count use of a firearm in the

commission of a felony, and one count of larceny of property with intent to sell.
