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MAN WAITING AT STORE ROBBED OF WALLET AND DINNER

SUFFOLK, VA (June 11, 2010) Suffolk Police are investigating the robbery of a
subject in the parking lot of a local store that occurred last night. Police advise
that at approximately 10:15 p.m., a Suffolk man was waiting in his car for his wife
who was making a purchase from the Happy Shopper, located in the 600 blk. of
East Washington St.

While sitting in his vehicle, the man was approached by two subjects, one of
whom was armed with a shotgun. The subjects forced the victim from his vehicle
and demanded his money. After receiving the victim’s wallet and cash, one of the
suspects noticed that the victim had a bag of food from a nearby restaurant. in

his vehicle The suspects took the victim’s food and fled.

The suspects are both described as black males. Suspect number one was
approximately 6’, 162-165 pounds, brown skinned with dreads. He was wearing
a black shirt and jeans. Suspect number two was approximately 5117, 175

pounds, with light brown skin. He was wearing a white t-shirt and beige pants.

Police ask anyone that may have information on this crime to call Crime Line at
1-888-Lock-U-Up. When calling Crime Line, callers do not have to give their
names or appear in court. If the caller’s information leads to an arrest, the caller

could qualify for a reward of up to $1,000.
