MAN INJURED IN DIRT BIKE ACCIDENT 
 

SUFFOLK, Virginia (July 3, 2017) Suffolk Police and Suffolk Fire & Rescue crews are 

currently on the scene of an accident involving an adult male that was injured in a dirt 

bike accident.  

 

Emergency Communications received the call at 6:21 p.m. from a citizen that came 

upon the accident in the 5300 block of Indian Trail located in rural Suffolk.    

 

Upon preliminary investigation it was found that the motorcyclist, a 27 year old male, left 

the roadway and struck a culvert, ejecting him from the dirt bike.  He was not wearing a 

helmet. 

 

He received emergency medical assessment and treatment by Suffolk Fire & Rescue 

personnel and was flown via Nightingale to Sentara Norfolk General suffering from 

serious injuries.  

 

The investigation remains ongoing at this time and no further information is available.  
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
